


COCM is a creative collective founded by Chiara Osella and Carlo Massari, born from the 
encounter of two complementary artistic personalities, united by the shared desire to explore the 
languages of music theatre and contemporary performance through a strongly transdisciplinary 
approach. 

Coming from different yet kindred backgrounds – Chiara Osella from opera direction and musical 
dramaturgy, Carlo Massari from choreography and physical and musical theatre – the two artists 
meet as co-directors, enhancing each other’s experiences and bringing their aesthetic worlds 
into dialogue.  

The result is an original and dynamic scenic vision, deeply rooted in the present, capable of 
reinterpreting tradition with a critical and innovative perspective while preserving its symbolic 
and narrative power. 

COCM operates across both institutional and independent circuits, creating work that spans 
repertoire titles and original productions. The collective has been recognized in several 
prestigious international competitions, including as finalists at the Young Director Competition of 
the Lithuanian National Opera Theater with Les Contes d’Hoffmann, and as winners of the 
Klaipeda State Music Theater Competition (Lithuania), where they inaugurated the theater’s 
reopening with their direction of Philip Glass’ opera The Voyage. Their next production, Giulio 
Cesare in Egitto, will premiere in 2026 at the Salzburger Landestheater. 

Alongside their artistic productions, COCM collaborates with the creative performative company 
C&C/SPaCCa and carries out extensive educational and training activities, with a strong focus on 
the transmission of hybrid performative practices that combine movement, voice, text, and 
music. Among their most relevant initiatives is aNFIBIA, a format dedicated to the development 
of transdisciplinary performative language.

A versatile artist, she stands out for her exploration of new languages in musical theater, as evidenced by her diverse 
and trasdisciplinary artistic journey.  

As a stage director, she is a finalist in esteemed competitions as the 13th Opera Europa Directing Prize (Smetana’s Two 
Widows) and the Lithuanian National Opera Theater’s Young Director Competition (Offenbach’s Les Contes 
d’Hoffmann). ​She made directorial debuts at the Turkistan Music and Drama Theater (KZ) with the play Magzhan and at 
Teatro Regio di Torino with Mozart's Bastien und Bastienne, and has collaborated on the screenplay for the 2020 
worldwide broadcast season opening of Teatro alla Scala. 

In 2024, she embarked on a new shared adventure in opera direction together with Carlo Massari, founding the COCM 
Design Studio. The duo’s first creation - The Voyage by Philip Glass - inaugurated the Klaipėda State Music Theatre. 
Their next production, Giulio Cesare in Egitto, will premiere in 2026 at the Salzburger Landestheater. 

Trained under the guidance of director Davide Livermore, she works as an assistant director in opera productions for 
Deborah Warner, Richard Jones, Johannes Erath, Slava Daubnerová, Allex Aguilera at renowned venues: Teatro alla 
Scala, Teatro dell’Opera di Roma, Maggio Musicale Fiorentino, Teatro Bellini di Catania, Palau de Les Arts in Valencia, 
Opéra de Montecarlo, Festival Torre del Lago Puccini, Soirées Lyriques de Sanxay. 

Commencing her career as an opera singer, she won the Spoleto TLS Competition and has been a member of the 
Centre de Perfeccionament Plácido Domingo at Palau des Arts in Valencia.  

Her performances encompass classical, baroque, and especially contemporary repertoire, in prestigious venues such 
as Teatro Regio Torino, Royal Opera House Muscat, Innsbruck Festival of Early Music, Seoul Arts Center, among others. 

As a co-founder and co-arranger of the cross-over project Swing Opera, she has successfully presented the initiative at 
prestigious events like Festival Verdi OFF, Macerata Opera Festival, Umbria Jazz, among others. 

Graduating with honors from the Faculty of Disciplines of Arts, Music and Theater in Turin (IT), her focus on planning and 
techniques of Educational and Social Theater aligns with her commitment to projects such as Community Opera, 
Inclusive Opera, Get Close to Opera within the RESEO network.

Carlo Massari is a transdisciplinary creator, choreographer, and performer. His eclectic artistic and professional 
journey spans from drama to musical theatre, from dance to physical theatre. 
Known for his ongoing drive to explore new languages, he delves into the hybridization and fusion of different 
performative disciplines, defining a clear and recognizable artistic identity through an amphibious form of expression. 

He is the founder and artistic director of C&C Company, a research-based company specializing in physical theatre 
and dance theatre, with which he has created numerous award-winning productions since 2011.  
Since 2025, he has also been the co-founder of the new dance production association SPaCCa, recognized by the Italian 
Ministry of Culture and the Emilia-Romagna Region. 

In 2020, he was awarded the CollaborActionXL Prize by the AnticorpiXL Network and became an associated artist of the 
Oriente Occidente Festival. 

As a choreographer, he has received commissions from prestigious institutions such as: Konzert Theater Bern, Ravenna 
Festival, Accademia Filarmonica Romana, Bologna Festival, Ferrara Musica, Cie. Balletto Teatro di Torino, Cie. Opus 
Ballet, MM Company, further consolidating his distinctive creative voice. 

In the field of opera, he has contributed as a choreographer and movement dramaturg for theatres including Salzburg 
Landestheater, Teatro dell’Opera di Roma, Teatro Regio di Parma, and Opéra de Monte-Carlo, collaborating with 
directors such as Davide Livermore, Damiano Michieletto, Andrea Bernard, and Silvia Paoli. 

In 2024, he embarked on a new shared adventure in opera direction together with Chiara Osella, founding the COCM 
Design Studio. The duo’s first creation - The Voyage by Philip Glass - inaugurated the Klaipėda State Music Theatre. 
Their next production, Giulio Cesare in Egitto, will premiere in 2026 at the Salzburger Landestheater. 

In 2019, in collaboration with Leggere Strutture Art Factory, he founded ANFIBIA, an international intensive 
multidisciplinary training project for contemporary performers and creators. 

Since the same year, he has also curated the artistic direction of Danzare il Tramonto, an eco-sustainable dance festival 
set in rural landscapes.
